Generally the results are pretty satisfactory. All were able to identify the majority 
of the basic tricks, and the level of detail on those tricks was considered good. 
 
However, some tricks and especially some details on the tricks are still being 
missed, which means the judges need to practice more and never forget that the 
more details you can mark of a determined trick, the easier it will be to score a 
rider’s routine. 
 
Especially the absence of marking the direction of the rotations, on or off axis 
rotations and missing some grabs were the biggest faults found in the video 
analysis. Also it was obvious that for these judges, it is still hard to identify tricks 
such as a Pete Rose, G-Spot, Crow Mobes and HS Air Mobius. This is an area 
that needs to be improved on. There was also some confusion on rotations, 
where some 720 were confused for 540 and some backside rotations were 
considered frontside rotations and vice-versa. 
 
The improvement on marking the obstacles was notorious. The majority of the 
candidates were able to identify the correct tricks on the obstacles, some 
mistakes here and there, which is totally normal due to the difficulty of judging the 
obstacles at this level. 
 
If you have not been successful in the examination please do not be 
discouraged, experience and practice is all that is required to achieve results.
